21, 2022 at 5:30 p.m. in the General District Courtroom of the Lee County
Courthouse located in Jonesville, Virginia to solicit input on the proposed
amendment to the Transportation Section of the Lee County Comprehensive
Plan. The proposed amendment is as follows:

Addition of four projects to the Transportation Section as listed below:
Remove traffic signal at the intersection of Highway 58A (West Morgan
Avenue) and Route T721 (North Combs Rd) in the Town of Pennington Gap
and replace with a roundabout;

Add a left turn lane on Highway 58A (West Morgan Avenue) from 220 feet
west of Westgate Mall Circle to Route T1101 (Cecil Street) in the Town of
Pennington Gap;

Install offset left turn lanes at the intersection of Highway 58A (Veterans
Memorial Highway) and Trade Center Lane/Plum Drive;

Realign the northbound approach of Route 879 (Pioneer Rd) where it
intersects with Route 58 Business (Dr Thomas Walker Rd), close the western
entrance to Thomas Walker High School parking lot off of Route 879 and
relocate it approximately 100 feet further south.
